2153 Annual Report of the Audit Committee 

 At its last meeting the Audit Committee had approved for presentation to the 
Board its annual report of the Committee’s work in the academic year 2006-
07. It had also received the annual report of the College’s Internal Auditors, 
and this was now appended to the Committee’s own report. Members were 
able to discuss both reports. It was noted that the audit report had indicated 
the most satisfactory grade possible.

2154 College Self-Assessment Report 

 At its last meeting the Quality & Standards Committee had received a final 
draft of the report, and subject to its completion and some textual changes, 
had recommended it for consideration by the Board. The complete report was 
now available for inspection, and an Executive Summary had been circulated 
and was presented by the Principal & the Director of Quality & Standards. 
 
The report included a summary of curriculum and cross-college grades, 
associated grades in respect of overall effectiveness, continuous 
improvement and management & leadership. It was felt that the process was 
becoming increasingly robust, confirmed not only by the external annual 
validation report, but also other external validation processes. Thus in respect 
of future reports or inspection it was anticipated that there would be further 
improvement, and indeed this was already evident in some areas. 
 
Members discussed a range of issues, including the implications of the 
gradings, particularly at lower levels, and there was a perception that the 
application of grades had been fair and realistic. Funding/recruitment and fees 
were referred to in respect of recruitment and grading. Information was given 
concerning the observations of teaching and learning in comparison with 
previous years and a national benchmark, and the significant improvement 
was noted. It was recognised that the leadership and management grade 
reflected the overall grading profile.  
 
There were many strengths. It was noted that the identified weaknesses were 
being addressed in some cases with improvements already evident. The 
complete report made reference to the ways in which the College was 
addressing its values and mission.
